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DO keep electrical stuff far away from water.

Most electrical accidents around the house happen when people use electricity near water.
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DON’T fly a kite near power lines.

Water Main Flushing……..


The Water & Wastewater Division will begin fire hydrant flushing the week of 			 and will extend into May.  Periodic flushing of the water mains removes iron deposits that build up in the pipes and clears the water of impurities.  Very large amounts of water are used to flush the hydrants, which stirs the deposits and removes them from the system.  Although the water appears “rusty” and may cause discoloration of white clothes if you attempt to perform laundry during hydrant and/or water main flushing.  If you experience discoloration of clothing, contact the Water & Wastewater Division at 419-354-6277 to obtain a substance to remove the rust discoloration.  To clear the rusty water from your pipes, run the cold water taps for approximately 15 minutes.  You may also wish to flush your toilet several times.  If you encounter emergency situations, such as broken water pipes, loss of service, etc., contact the Water Division at 419-354-6277 Monday thru Friday between the hours of 7:30 AM and 4:00 PM.  For situations occurring on weekends and during hours when the office is closed, contact the Bowling Green Police Division at 419-352-1131





PLAY IT SAFE:





To play it safe around your home, remember the rules for using electricity the right way.





DON'T plug a bunch of stuff into one outlet or extension cord.  It could damage the electrical system in your house or even cause a fire.


DO ask grown-ups to put safety caps on all unused electrical outlets.  Covering outlets will also help save energy by stopping cold drafts.


DON’T yank an electrical cord from the wall.  Pulling on a cord can damage the appliance, the plug or the outlet.


DO make sure all electric cords are tucked away, neat and tidy.  Pets might chew on electrical cords, and people might trip and fall.


DO ask a grown-up for help when you need to use something that uses electricity.


DO look up and look out for power lines before you climb a tree.  The electricity can go right through the tree branch - and right through you!  


DON'T ever climb the fence around an electrical substation.  If a ball or pet gets inside the fence, ask a grown-up to call the electric company - they'll come and get it out for you.
